Frozen shrimp caught out

In lieu of ordering online, 
the Driggers contracted 
with Steinhatchee’s own 
Team Williams to produce 
the storefront’s new 
exterior signage.

Many of the store’s 
artificial lures, such 
as Saltwater Assassin, 
Captain Brian Smith’s 
homemade “Confidence 
Jigs,” and “Jim’s Jigs” are 
all crafted by locals in the 
Taylor County area and 
surrounding communities. 
Locally-made crab traps 
from two different trap 
makers can also be 
purchased on site.

Due to a limited amount 
of space, the Driggers 
cannot possibly stock large 
quantities of everything, 
but they do have on hand a 
diverse selection of fishing 
rods and tackle popular 
with area anglers and 
charter captains.

“We’re trying to support 
locally-owned businesses, 
and they in turn support 
us,” Valena states. “It may 
cost us a little more, but if 
I need to order something, 
I don’t have to wait three 
days to get it, and there 
is the convenience of the 
face-to-face relationship.”
