Any subsequent intervention (in
a proceeding initiated by another
party) will be only at the approval
of the presiding officer upon the

A petition that disputes the
material facts on which the
Permitting Authority’s action is
based must contain the following
information: (a) The name
and address of each agency
affected and each agency’s file or
identification number, if known;

EPA Review: EPA has agreed to
treat the draft/proposed Title V air
operation permit as a proposed Title
V air operation permit and to perform
its 45-day review provided by the law
and regulations concurrently with
the public comment period, provided
that the applicant also transmits an
electronic copy of the required proof
of publication directly to EPA Region

The final
Title V air operation permit will be
issued after the conclusion of the
45-day EPA review period so long as
no adverse comments are received
